Mr. Groseclose then elaborated the details of the Good Samaritan Law (GSL) and how it
relates to us. The GSL states that a |[Aprc

and has written proof of trainingzveryone has the ability to call 911, but not everyone has

the ability to work an AED machine.The GSL has 4 components that need to be met in
order to receive Al mmunityo:

1. Register our machine within 30 days with the local healthcare providers.

2. Maintain and Test the machine according to its instructions.

3. Put a notice up of the local emergency response authorities next to the machine.
4. Be appropriately trained.

After we complete our voluntary, companywide training, we will mount our AED machine up in the coffee area located aext to th
